General Rules For A Ball-Room

A lady will not cross a ball-room unattended.

A gentleman will not take a vacant seat next to a lady who is a stranger to him. If she is 
an acquaintance, he may do so with her permission.

White kid gloves should be worn at a ball, and only be taken off at suppertime.

In dancing quadrilles do not make any attempt to take steps. 
A quiet walk is all that is required.

When a gentleman escorts a lady home from a ball, she should not invite him to enter the 
house; and even if she does so, he should by all means decline the invitation. He should call 

upon her during the next day or evening.

As the guests enter the room, it is not necessary for the lady of the house to advance 
each time toward the door, but merely to rise from her seat to receive their courtesies and 
congratulations. If, indeed, the hostess wishes to show particular favour to some peculiarly 
honoured guests, she may introduce them to others, whose acquaintance she may imagine 

will be especially suitable and agreeable.

When entering a private ball or party, the visitor should invariably bow to the company. 
No well-bred person would omit this courtesy in entering a drawing-room; although the 

entrance to a large assembly may be unnoticed.

Any presentation to a lady in a public ball-room, for the mere purpose of dancing, does not 
entitle you to claim her acquaintance afterwards; therefore, should you meet her, at most 

you may lift your hat; but even that is better avoided ñ  unless, indeed, she first bow ñ  as 
neither she nor her friends can know who or what you are.

Never wait until the signal is given to take a partner, for nothing is more impolite than to 
invite a lady hastily, and when the dancers are already in their places; it can be allowed 

only when the set is incomplete.

In private parties, a lady is not to refuse the invitation of a gentleman to dance, unless she 
is previously engaged. The hostess must be supposed to have asked to her house only those 
persons whom she knows to be perfectly respectable and of unblemished character, as well 
as pretty equal in position; and thus, to decline the offer of any gentleman present, would be 

a tacit reflection on the gentleman or lady of the house.

Bookings are only confirmed on receipt of completed booking form and deposit.

We would advise provisional bookings to be made in the first instance by phone to ensure 
required dates are available. Provisional bookings will be held for 14 days after which they will 
be automatically released.

Dietary requirements and a full guest list will be requested along with the final payment to 
ensure that all requirements are catered for.

Half a bottle of house wine per person is included in package, unless upgrade is requested. 
Individual tickets will be sent 2/3 weeks prior to the event and guests will be asked to show 
these upon arrival at the Oxford Town Hall. 

An invoice for final payment will be sent 8 weeks prior to the event and is due 6 weeks prior 
to the event, non-payment by this date will result in the booking being cancelled.

Cancellations must be made in writing by the event organiser. All deposits are non-refundable.

All room and table plans are at the discretion of Fosters Events, though they will endeavour to 
accommodate any special seating requests. Place cards will be given to the party organiser to 
lay out at the start of the event.
