Castillo de Montblanc Cava Brut N.V. (Spain)    

Rich fruity style, full flavoured with attractive soft well-rounded fruit and 

a clean dry finish. 

 

Prosecco Brut Argeo Ruggeri, Veneto (Italy) 

Fruity nose showing grapefruit, pear, and well-judged oak.  With an 

enlivening acidity and a complex seam of minerality on the palate. 

 

Saumur Brut Rosé N.V. Domaine de Brizé (France) 

Fruity and refined from five generations of wine making. 

 

Jean Moutardier Carte d’Or Brut N.V. (France) 

Pinot Meunier/Chardonnay blend Champagne with a toasty texture 

and a fine mousse. 

 

Joseph Perrier ‘Cuvée Royale’ Brut N.V. (France)  

A fantastic Grand Marque Champagne with a fine mousse and crisp, 

elegant palate.

Campo Largo Sauvignon Blanc – Central Valley (Chile) 

Crisp, grassy New World Sauvignon blanc from a quality producer. 

 

Arteo Grillo – Sicily (Italy)    

Exciting new addition from Southern Italy, incredibly smooth and 

fragrant.  

 

Fairvalley Chenin - Coastal Region (South Africa) 

Fresh aromatic apple aromas with an incredibly fruity palate – very 

easy to drink. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Muscadet de Sevre et Maine sur lie V V, Loire Valley (France) 

The palate is well balanced with surprisingly good weight and 

concentration followed by a clean, crisp finish. 

 

Stickleback Verdelho/Semillon/Viognier (Australia) 

A fresh white blend with juicy citrus fruit from the up and coming 

Langhorne Creek area. 

 

Lagaria Pinot Grigio – Veneto (Italy)     

Crisp dry white with a lingering lemon acidity. Very popular grape 

variety. 

 

Leyda Chardonnay Classico Reserva – Leyda Valley (Chile)  

Elegant, buttery apple fruit with a touch of oak. 

 

Zaccagnini Verdicchio Classico Superiore (Italy)  

Really classy dry Italian white, very elegant with a hint of minerality. 

Recommended.   

 

Lawsons Dry Hills – Marlborough (New Zealand)  

Really crisp dry and ever so refreshing Sauvignon Blanc. Amazingly 

aromatic with delicious gooseberry and elderflower notes. 

 

Macon Chaintre – Domaine des Granges (France) 

Burgundian Chardonnay at it’s best, wonderfully rich with a hint of 

creaminess, but not over powering, very stylish.

Donjon Cuvée Tradition – Château du Donjon, Minervois (France) 

Lovely light style full of strawberry and raspberry aromas, a real find

Red Wines 

 

Campo Largo Merlot – Central Valley (Chile)    

Aromatic Merlot with rich dark fruits and soft tannins.  

 

Campo Nuevo Tempranillo, Navarra (Spain)   

Aromas of red fruits and raspberries with a hint of truffles lead to a full 

bodied palate showing well balanced acidity and a long finish. 

 

Fairvalley Estate Pinotage – Coastal Region (South Africa)  

A variety unique to South Africa showing soft mulberry fruits and  

ripe tannins. 

 

Le Mani ‘Negroamaro’ Vigne et Vini, Salento (Southern Italy)  

Dark Negroamaro grapes, sun ripened fruits with spicy blackberry and 

raisin flavour. 

 

Côtes du Rhône - Domaine de la Mirandole, Rhône (France) 

 This wine is balanced by juicy damson and rapsberry fruit, smooth 

tannins, good acidity and a spicy finish. 

 

Stickleback Shiraz/Cabernet/Dolcetto/Lagrein (Australia)   

A rich, hearty blend from Langhorne Creek. A serious wine at a 

reasonable price. 

 

Otto Bestue Tempranillo/Cabernet - Somontano (Spain) 

Terrific Rioja alternative, rich but balanced by soft tannins and  

delicate oak ageing. 

 

Vistalba Corte C, Malbec Merlot 2004/05 Mendoza (Argentina) 

Beautiful family owned estate, ‘hand crafted’ wines with incredible 

density of fruit and softness that makes this grape variety so appealing. 

 

Cecchi Chianti Foriero, Tuscany (Italy)   

Intensely aromatic with notes of violets. On the palate it is well 

balanced with the classic signature of Chianti which makes it such a 

good match with food.
